The contributors
include eminent academics, students at all levels of study, practitioners within the field of social work, legal professionals and social
justice activists. Gender, social exclusion, institutional discrimination, the intersectional nature of crimes and effects, (social) media

influence and public perception are all key themes that figure in the volume.
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
